1) CORPORATE NEWS

It’s always a little hard to imagine what we’ve accomplished since our last newsletter in June. If this is your first newsletter, welcome. Back issues are archived on our website. Our ranks continue to grow daily and with that growth our ability to serve the greater Yorktown community increases dramatically. 

Highlights of our accomplishments since June:

· Beginning to work with the Yorktown PTA on areas of mutual interest

· Increased membership to 200 to defray operating costs & support current student activities

· Established quarterly meetings to exchange information with representatives from our sister organizations at  Wakefield, W-L and O’Connell

· Helped the Classes of 1971 and 1981 plan and host their reunions (details below)

· Submitted a request to the School Board regarding local scholarship opportunities through a coalition of local high school educational foundations and alumni organizations

· Added a secure webserver so dues, donations, and purchase reunion tickets can be purchased with either a VISA or MasterCard

· Created an online record update page on our website for all

· Expanded our Reunion Planner’s resource list to include reunion planners from W-L & O’Connell to improve the local reunions for all

· Located a contact person for the Arlington Retired Teachers Association so that we may help support their activities if they choose

· Launched two professionally-managed investment accounts for merit scholarships – the first will be awarded when donations are received to support a $4,000 scholarship.  The second is an endowed fund which will also award a $4,000 scholarship, but from interest and earnings in perpetuity  

· Obtained information on 8,600 corporations that match employee’s charitable gifts 

· Provided modest funds to support the Dance Team, entered into a cost-sharing agreement with the PTA.  Previously we supported  the Yearbook, and tried to support the student newspaper.

· Expanded our website that has been visited over 3,000 times

· Almost doubled our active class chat lists by activating 10 more free electronic chat lists for classes, for a total of 22.  Most lists are still poorly populated, so send tell your friends. Unfortunately, a few class chat lists which are currently dormant need volunteer moderators to be activated
